On behalf of St Monica St. Vincent de Paul Conference members | am pleased to provide this update to the generous donors
and supporters of our work in the parish.

Our Mission

Inspired by the gospel values, the Society of St. Vincent de Paul, a Catholic lay organization, leads volunteers to join together,
to grow spiritually by offering person to person service to those who are needy and suffering, in the tradition of its founder,
Blessed Frederic Ozanam, and patron, St Vincent de Paul. Upon receiving a request for assistance, our Vincentian volunteers
go in pairs to visit individuals and families in their homes. These home visits are the primary way in which we provide
personal, financial and spiritual support to our neighbors. We generally receive 35 to 40 requests each month.

The SVdP fiscal year is October 1, 2024 to September 30, 2025, we are half way through fiscal 2025. Fiscal Year to date we
have received 226 requests. We have made over 200 home visits. We have provided food assistance in the form of groceries
from our food pantry and gift cards, gasoline gift cards, rental assistance, assistance with heating oil and utility bills,
assistance with prescription costs as well as supporting neighbors with specific individual needs.

Again, through your generosity, we were able to provide “Special Program” assistance to about 50 families at both
Thanksgiving and Christmas! These programs provided “Thanksgiving” dinner groceries and Christmas food and Christmas
gifts for children of needy families.

Please know that your prayers, food donations and financial support enable this outreach to neighbors in need in our parish.
We remain inspired by a key aspect of St Vincent’s spirituality — “to share the compassionate and liberating love of Christ the
Evangelizer and Servant of the poor.”

FIRST READING Acts 13: 14, 43-52

Paul and Barnabas continued on from Perga and reached Antioch in Pisidia. On the sabbath they entered the
synagogue and took their seats. Many Jews and worshipers who were converts to Judaism followed Paul and
Barnabas, who spoke to them and urged them to remain faithful to the grace of God. On the following sabbath
almost the whole city gathered to hear the word of the Lord. When the Jews saw the crowds, they were filled
with jealousy and with violent abuse contradicted what Paul said. Both Paul and Barnabas spoke out boldly and
said, “It was necessary that the word of God be spoken to you first, but since you reject it and condemn
yourselves as unworthy of eternal life, we now turn to the Gentiles. For so the Lord has commanded us,I have
made you a light to the Gentiles, that you may be an instrument of salvation to the ends of the earth."The
Gentiles were delighted when they heard this and glorified the word of the Lord. All who were destined for
eternal life came to believe, and the word of the Lord continued to spread through the whole region. The Jews,
however, incited the women of prominence who were worshipers and the leading men of the city, stirred up a
persecution against Paul and Barnabas, and expelled them from their territory. So they shook the dust from their
feet in protest against them, and went to Iconium. The disciples were filled with joy and the Holy Spirit.
