Jim Ronan and Dr. Edward
Hardiman will be visiting St. Monica and St. Lucy to cel-
ebrate the weekend masses and preach about the mission-
ary activity of Rostro de Cristo. Rostro de Cristo was
founded in 1989 by Fr. Ronan while serving in Ecuador
as a Missionary of St. James the Apostle. Dr. Hardiman
was one of the program’s first volunteer missionaries and
is currently the Head of School at St. John’s Prep. Today,
Rostro de Cristo supports and trains professionals
(fellows) from the United States who dedicate a year or
more to serving Haitian immigrants in Consuelo, Domini-
can Republic. Rostro de Cristo works in collaboration
with the Missionary Sisters of St. Charles Borromeo
(Scalabrini). Funds collected in the second collection will
support Rostro de Cristo’s mission.
