The Reception of the Holy Eucharist

Having celebrated the feast of Corpus Christi our hearts are filled with joy at such a sublime gift. Now
the challenge 1s never to take this great gift for granted. Last week I noted that Christ 1s present body,
blood, soul, and divinity in each and every part of the sacred host and precious blood. The whole
Christ 1s present 1n both of the species. If we receive either one, we receive Christ entirely. Going
forward we are going to be putting even more of an emphasis on making sure that the homebound and
those 1n nursing homes have visits from parishioners. To better facilitate this effort, we are going to be
substantially decreasing the numbers of Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion at Mass by
eliminating distribution of the Precious Blood as of next weekend. (If you are unable to receive a host,
even a gluten-free one, please let us know before Mass and we will arrange for you to receive the
Precious Blood.) I am encouraging those involved in this ministry at mass to prayerfully consider
bringing the Eucharist to those who are unable to come to Mass. This outreach beyond the walls of the
church 1s an important role rightly entrusted to the laity while the distribution of the Eucharist at Mass
1S proper to the clergy. Sr. Rina Brunetti, PM has given over 20 years of service to St. Lucy Parish as
our outreach minister to those who cannot come to Church. She 1s now retiring from that service that
has been a true labor of love for her. It 1s impossible to put into words how much her ministry has
meant to St. Lucy Parish. At funeral masses and wakes, the families' faces light up when I even
mention her name. There 1s a group of people doing wonderful work helping her and will continue the
fine work she has done. At St. Monica, Pat Ferguson and others have been dedicated to making sure
that people are visited, receive communion and are anointed. In the near future we will be working to
make these ministries 1n the two parishes more of a collaborative effort between the two parishes. I am
hoping the numbers of visitors at both parishes will grow so that people can continue to receive
regularly and have good human contact with members of our parishes.

On rece1ving Holy Communion at Mass here are a few reminders that the ministers and I discussed last
night, remember that we are receiving Christ himself!

Be 1n a state of grace and properly disposed when receiving, don't receive 1n mortal sin without a
prior sacramental confession

Don't grab the host, receive it. (I remember Msgr. Fay fondly on this one, he always said that was
important!)

Don't walk away before you consume it

Come close to the minister and if receiving in the hand have your hands chest high, not near your
waist

If recerving on the tongue open your mouth wide so the minister can place host on your tongue.
Wash hands before mass

Don't receive with gloves on, or with a piece of clothing covering part of your hand.

Give a loud “amen” to the ministers proclamation of “the Body of Christ”

Christ 18 made present to us in a miraculous way, may we be conscious of that by being truly
present to him.
